NDC4 Cable Commission and Town Square Television, together with River Heights and Dakota County Regional 
Chambers of Commerce, are presenting Candidate Forums for Minnesota Senate Districts 52 and 54; Minnesota 
House of Representatives Districts 52A, 52B and 54A; Dakota County Commissioner Districts 3 and 4; and for the 
cities of Inver Grove Heights, Mendota Heights, South St. Paul, and West St. Paul. The forums will be hosted by 
WCCO Radio Anchor/Reporter Adam Carter.
